2. Have a G.P.A. of 3.2 or higher.

3. Submit a completed application to the CWF Scholarship Committee no later than March 12, 2015. Applications must be received no later than 5pm.

Check shall be made payable to student for discretionary college expenses. The student is responsible for any tax consequences as determined by IRS guidelines for the use of the scholarship award.

2. Submit two (2) letters of recommendations.

3. Include a recent wallet size photo.
